Discuss transport – what is it? How do the children get to school and what mode of transport they use. Introduce the children to a range of modern transport –car, bike, train, plane. Look at and sort pictures from the past – compare to those now – horses and carts etc
Forces – link to transport – ramps, making things move faster and slower. Visit the park? Investigate play equipment
Boats – make boats, investigate floating and sinking - EAD
Look at the difference between transport in this country and one other country. Encourage the children to make simple comparisons. 

Use bee-bots – continue programming and instruction work. Continue sorting activities leading to pictograms – see Kapow plans
