In the early years we put great importance on the value of play.
Through play we can observe, assess and record children’s progress. Children learn and develop through play. Play provides for all aspects of a child’s development - physical, social, emotional and intellectual.
In the early years we provide the children with the following play opportunities:
 domestic, role play and imaginary play
 sand and water play
 creative play with a variety of materials
 construction toys and small manipulative play equipment
 access to outdoor play experiences (A fenced area adjacent to the Reception/younger Year One classroom has now been provided; the Development Plan indicates the time-scale for providing large play equipment.)
 all children are given opportunities to visit Treetops Nursery and share in the play activities with the nursery children
We are aware of all children arriving at school with different needs. Through play children can develop confidence, imagination and the opportunity to socialise.
Children need space and time for learning to take place. The quality of play is important and needs to be structured.
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
