Sequencing activities/writing activities.
Read The Storm Whale and focus on the story themes, use Literacy Counts planning. Friendships – what makes a friend, how do we make/keep friendships

Use non fiction books to find out about whales, animals that live in the sea, animals we have as pets

We will also embed our phonics through phonic based activities (phonic plans are linked to Phonic Play plans) N phonics – alliteration, voice sounds
	Understanding the World
Begin with talking about animals that live in our homes – pets – how do we look after them? Where do they sleep etc. Vet role play inside.

Following reading The Storm Whale – find out about whales, other animals that live in the sea.

Consider other habitats – desert, rainforest – what lives there.
Link to positional work in maths

Investigate – things powered by batteries, balloons & static electricity, can we power things with anything else? Wind- balloon cars, wind electricity

Role play – vet inside, outside discuss with children options for house/caravan
