Welcome back to all our school community, and a special 
welcome to those new families who have joined us over the 
past few months.   
 

After the challenges of the year, we all hope that school can 
gradually return to our usual timetables and activities.  The 
children settled amazingly well in the first few days and easily 
accepted new routines and changes.  They seem very happy to 
be back and have been keen to get down to work.  Staff are 
working hard to ensure that they can assess any children who 
may need some extra support and catch-up time, and they are 
also keen to get the children engaged with their learning again 
in school.
